SAFETY TIPS

¢ This safety barrier will not necessarily prevent all accidents. Never leave children unattended.

e A daily check on the gate is recommended to ensure that your gate remains securely fixed.

e Eventually your child will reach an age at which they are capable of opening your gate. Children
will develop physically and mentally at different rates, therefore it is important that you monitor your
child’s capabilities.

* Never allow young children to swing on the gate.

¢ Ensure that the gate is properly closed at all times.

e The gate is designed for indoor use only.

* A swinging gate can trap small hands.

e For children over 24 months of age parental supervision is advised.

¢ Do not allow older children to climb on or over the gate as this can result in an accident.

¢ Do not remove the safety notices, you may not always be the user.

* If you require spare parts for your gate please obtain them direct from Lindam Ltd.

¢ Retain these instructions as you may wish to reposition the gate.

* WARNING! Incorrect fitting or positioning of this safety barrier can be dangerous

* WARNING! Stop using the barrier if the child is capable of climbing it.

* WARNING! Do not use the safety barrier if any components are damaged or missing.

* WARNING! Do not leave this gate open at any time. Remove the gate if not in use for long periods.

* WARNING! This barrier must not to be fitted across windows

e Ensure that when your gate is fitted the bottom bar is between 4.5cm and 6.5cm from the floor.

It should only take 15 minutes to fit your gate. We recommend that you carry out the installation away
from young children as some of the smaller components may present a choking hazard when loose.

CLEANING

Simply wipe with a soft damp cloth.

GB ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Please take a few minutes to read these instructions to ensure the full safety benefit of your purchase.
Check that you have all the contents as per the list.

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If any component parts are missing or damaged do not use your gate. Replacement parts can only be
obtained from Lindam Ltd. For any enquiries please call the Lindam careline on:

You can now fine tune the fit of your gate. Using your Allen Key unscrew the upper hinge bar (D) out of
the upper corner of your gate to a distance that will leave your gate central in your doorway. Screw the
lower hinge bar (H) an equal distance from the lower corner. Hang the gate on your hinges.

Unscrew the upper bar from the upper corner of your gate until it sits securely in the upper catch (B)
when the gate is closed. Secure with the nut and spanner. Repeat with the lower bar (G) in the lower
corner. Ensure your gate hangs level and upright and that the space between the gate frame and your
wall is no greater than 6 cm. To compensate for an uneven wall or skirting board all 4 corners of the
gate can be independently adjusted.
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FIXING YOUR HINGES AND CATCHES
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Cut out the templates provided. You will use these to mark the drilling position for your pilot holes (for
a perfectly upright fixing you may wish to use a spirit level). Firstly decide which side you would like
your gate to hinge from, then drill and fix your hinges (E and I). Attach your hinges using the most
appropriate method from the list below. You can now hang your gate (see next page) and check your
gate aligns with the catches template when closed. Because even modern homes do not have perfectly
right angled walls, you may need to raise or lower the template slightly before marking and drilling for
the catches.
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WOOD FIXING:
Drill 2mm pilot holes and use the wood screws provided screwing directly into the wood.

PLASTER WALL FIXING:
Drill 6mm (1/4") holes and insert the wall plugs provided before screwing into these.

HOLLOW PLASTER BOARD WALLS:
Hollow walls constructed of plaster board require special fixing (not supplied) and you will need to

purchase expandable wall plugs (available at DIY stores).

Please make sure you are fixing to a sound and secure surface.

USING YOUR LINDAM SAFETY GATE

To open your gate: Press down on the upper catch with your thumb and pull the upper bar out of the
catch with a tilting motion.

To close your gate: Simply lift the gate back into to catches. The upper catch will automatically lock the
gate in the closed position. Ensure the upper and lower bars are correctly seated in the catches.

Check that your gate is securely fitted. This check should be repeated daily to ensure that your gate
remains securely fixed and that all attachments and locking devices are operating correctly.

GETTING STARTED
Check the width of the opening where you intend to fit your Lindam Gate. The smallest opening is

72cm and the largest opening is 78cm. IMPORTANT: Do not attempt to use this gate in openings
larger than 78cm.

Your correctly fitted gate will look like this

WARNING: The position of your safety barrier in relation to the stairs is very important for your
child's safety. Your gate may be better positioned across your landing to prevent access to the
stairs completely. If you do require your gate to be positioned at the top of the stairs to prevent
your child descending, the gate must be fitted on the very top stair. You should swing the gate
away from your stairs when opening. If you intend to use the gate at the bottom of the stairs
then it must be placed on the lowest stair, towards the front of the step, away from the 2nd
step.
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Important! When hanging your gate on its hinges take care to align both the top and bottom hinges
and wall brackets before lowering the gate. You may find it easier to lower the bottom section partially
into its bracket before aligning the top section and pushing down until they are in place.
