WALL FIXING

1. Attach the sprung clips to the edge of the side panels on the 9th horizontal bar from the floor (47cm
from the floor) using the key rings (E)

2. Position the fire guard where required and mark on your wall or fire surround the location for the
screw eyes your fire guard will clip to.

3. Move the fire guard out of the way and drill pilot holes for your screw eyes.
FOR WOOD FIXING drill 3.5mm or 4mm pilot holes and screw in the eyes.
FOR PLASTER WALLS OR STONE FIRE SURROUNDS drill 5mm holes and insert the wall plugs before
screwing in the eyes.

4. The fire guard can then be repositioned and clipped into place for extra security.

CLEANING

Wipe your fire guard with a damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaning agents.

Chips or scratches can be touched up with a non toxic black enamel or a waterproof felt tip pen.
If any parts are damaged or missing do not use your fire guard. Replacement parts can only be
obtained from Lindam.

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

Ensure the fire guard is securely fixed in accordance with these instructions in order to provide adequate
protection.

You will need:

- Drill

- 5mm drill bit (if fixing to plaster or stone) or 3.5mm/4mm drill bit (if fixing to wood)
- Phillips screwdriver

- 8mm spanner

- The fire guard may be used with gas, electric and solid fuel wall mounted appliances and open fires.

- The fire guard is suitable for use with appliances of a maximum 76cm wide, 13.5cm deep and 35.8cm
tall

- The fire guard must be positioned so that no part is within 30cm of any exposed flames, heating
elements or radiants.

- It will fit fireplaces of up to 137cm wide without extensions (31cm extensions are available from lindam
to accommodate larger fireplaces - see later)

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- Your fire guard must be positioned at least 30cm from the heat source

INSTALLATION

You should have:

A) 2x top panels
B) 2x side panel
C) 2x front panels
D) 2x eye screws
E) 2x sprung clips
F) 2x wall plugs

G) 12x panel clips
H) 7x nuts and bolts
I) 1x connector bar

1. Remove the packaging ties and dispose of carefully

2. Lay the front panels (C) on the the floor and slot connector bar (l) into the frame at the point labelled
(W) below. (NB The assembly is easiest if the firguard is left lying on the floor until the end)

3. Secure the 2 front panels (C) with 3 nuts and bolts (H) at the points labelled (X). The nuts will be
on the fire facing side of the guard when the firguard is fitted.

4. Bolt the side panels (B) onto the front using the remaining bolts (H) where shown (at Y).

. Hook the top sections (A) together at (Z) and clip the together at (V) using a panel clip (G).

6. With the fireguard still layed on the floor, offer up the top section and secure with panel clips (G) at
the points labelled (U).
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
